Mark who is the Director for Disability Concerns 
will be leading “A compassionate Journey”  This 
workshop will introduce  
pastoral care givers to the unique needs and 
challenges of people with disabilities and chronic 
illnesses and give specific ideas for giving care.

Ida Mutoigo has worked for CRWRC in  
East and South Africa for many years and is 
currently CRWRC Director out of a Canadian 
office. She will be leading two workshops on 
“Partnering for impact with CRWRC and 
Communities Overseas.”

Session 1 
Case Vink is Site Coordinator, Spiritual Care 
Services, Foothills Medical Centre, Calgary. His 
current work involves supervising Spiritual Care 
delivery, visioning and development, teaching 
Clinical Pastoral Education. He will  
be leading a workshop on "Care for the  
Caregiver" How to care for yourself and  
others in a time of grief and loss. 

Session 1 
Jacco de Vin has a 15+ year history in interactive 
marketing and online application development and 
is leading a workshop on “Church Life in Digital 
Times” . Life in our time is influenced by 
information and communications technologies 
everywhere. Over the last two decades, whether at 
work or in our social lives, computers, cell phones 
and the Internet have changed our daily lives. 
Session 1 
There will be a workshop on “Stephen Ministry”  
which is an exciting lay ministry  
that allows churches to reach out to more people 
with confidential, one-to-one Christian care. 
Through Stephen Ministry, a team of church 
members known as Stephen Ministers are 
equipped to provide quality Christian care to 
people facing a variety of personal crises.  Stephen 
Ministers reach out with God’s love  
to people who are hurting – both congregation 
members and non-members alike. 
Session 1 
“Operation Manna (OM)”  is a program of 
Diaconal Ministries Canada (DMC) that builds 
partnerships among churches, diaconates and 
community ministries.  Together, these  
partners are transforming communities, bringing 
Christ©s love and serving their neighbours across 
Canada. Operation Manna funds new community 
ministries and new programs of existing 
ministries. 
Session 2 
George Lubberts is currently a DMC diaconal 
developer and will host a workshop “New Ideas 
For Rookie and veteran Deacons”  

Session 2 
Leonard Vander Zee is Editor in Chief, Editorial 
Department, Faith Alive Christian Resource.  
“The Crisis of Adult Discipleship”  We will  
discuss what Dallas Willard calls the “elephant 
in the church”—the general failure of training 
adult Christians to be dedicated followers of  
Jesus Christ. What are its effects on Christian 
 nurture of children and teens? How does it  
hinder the church’s mission? What can we do to 
change it? 
Session 2 
Jody Passmore is a HFWA Specialist for Calgary 
and Area Child and Family Services. Her  
workshop is “High Fidelity Wraparound (HFWA) 
and the Church?”  - an introduction to a formal 
"team based" process of caring people who  
commit to help families and individuals reach  
and maintain safe, stable, and healthy lives.  
While typically utilized by social care agencies
and systems, HFWA has been adopted by  
Christian based organizations and is transferable
to the local church setting. Come and learn how 
caring for people can be approached in this  
unique way. 
Session 2 
Riky Goebel is the Diaconal Ministries 
Developer for the Calgary region as well as 
 a social worker with the YWCA. She will lead 
a workshop on “Micah at Home”. Our current 
economy has made it more difficult than ever for
those who have a low income. Let’s  
explore together ways to apply the Micah  
Challenge in our own neighbourhoods.
