‘Procrastination:  a time drain’.  Divide into groups (if needed) so that all may participate.  
What challenges in time relates to your diaconal ministry experience?  (10 min)  

 

�� Come back together as a large group (if applicable) and share a summary of your discussion.   
Resolve to use the meeting time as a springboard to lead and encourage the congregation to be 
involved in diaconal ministry.
